Dear Friends,

I’m sure you’ve all heard the one about the NY cop who

recently pulled over the car that was rented for the Pope’s

recent visit to the United States.  It turns out that when the

driver came to pick up the Pope from the airport Benedict

pulled him aside and asked if he could drive, “you see the

Pope never gets to drive and I miss it.”  The driver agreed

and got in the back seat.  Our Holy Father is used to the

autobahn and quickly saw the flashing lights behind him

and stopped.  When the cop radioed the station he said, “I

don’t know who I pulled over but he’s pretty important –

he’s got the Pope as his chauffeur!?!”

It seems like our readings are about really knowing who

people are.  The Pharisees think they know who Jesus is,

but they really don’t.  Some would think that they knew

who King Cyrus was as a foreign ruler from Persia, but

they might miss the fact that he is the only Gentile ruler

who is called the Lord’s Anointed or Christos is Greek.  It

seems like good old Paul is the only one who has really

taken the time to get to know someone.  He knows that the

Thessalonians are “loved by God” and “were chosen”.  

The reality is that we are all loved by God and have been

chosen to be none other than another Christ, an anointed

one for the Lord.  We get this call at our Baptism and it is

sealed at Confirmation.  On this World Mission Sunday

we are asked to remember that every human being is

important.  Even without meeting our brothers and sisters

in Haiti that have been relentlessly battered by back to

back Hurricanes this season, we know that they are Christ!
